Turf: Aeration & Overseeding

It is time to aerate and overseed again! Yes, we do bring it up every year...but that is only
because we have seen what wonderful things this simple and affordable two-step process does to
even the unhealthiest of lawns. Whether you are looking to repair a turf area that has been
trampled due to a summer’s worth of outdoor fun, or if you are simply seeking a thicker, greener
lawn next spring, we are certain that aeration and overseeding is well worth your time.

Aeration is a relatively simple procedure. Chris Orser Landscaping, Inc. will visit your property
with a core aerator, an ingenious device that removes 1.5”-3” plugs from your turf and deposits
them on the surface. This allows the root structure of the grass plant to expand, and ultimately, for
more water and nutrients to enter the turf. The plugs dissolve within a few weeks, adding
additional organic material and filling in the holes in the lawn with loose soil.

Overseeding involves the application of fresh grass seed directly on top of the existing turf. This
process takes advantage of the soil loosened during aeration and serves to increase the density of

the turf. Generally, the denser the turf, the more difficult it is for weeds to grow within a lawn.

Trees & Shrubs: Time for Planting

Fall is the perfect time for planting trees
and shrubs. Plants have plenty of time to
establish their root systems and soak up
nutrients before the soil freezes in late
October. Even better, trees and shrubs
will likely recover from transplant-shock
much quicker in the fall than in the
summer because they will not be as
stressed by high summer sun.

Once you bring your new plants home, set
them outside in an open location for a few
days so that they become acclimated to
the sun levels and wind conditions at the
site. This will ease any landscape

elements into their new environments
before they are actually planted, greatly
reducing transplant stress.

Post-planting care is easy: water. While
their root systems are expanding most
plants consume significant amounts of
water. Be sure to check the soil
frequently to make sure that your plant’s
root-ball stays moist.

Finally, consider protecting newly planted
or small shrubs with burlap netting to
protect them from the harsh winter winds
that sweep through in January.
